# Consider dimmer switches and three-way lamps.
These provide low light levels when bright lights are

not necessary.

# Caulk and weather strip around exterior seams, cracks and
openings. Pay extra attention around windows and at points
where various exterior materials like wood, brick and vinyl

siding meet.

® Go easy when using kitchen, bath, and other ventilating
fans. They can pull out a house-full of warmed air in just
one hour, whether they need to or not. Turn them off when

they have done their job.

@ Unplug electronics when not in use, especially those with
digital time and date displays. Start with alarm clocks, TVs
and VCRs in infrequently used guest rooms.

# Unplug chargers (for electronics, batteries, etc.) when not

in use.

@ Clean or replace your furnace filters once every three
months or as needed. You could see efficiency improve by

as much as 10%.
